of the Russian Air Force when his regiment was disbanded during the break-up of
the USSR,

- Between 1995 and 1997 BUTT's operating office was based in Ostend (Belgium)

where he ran two companies with a Belgium pilot and a French partner.
. In 1997 BUTT registered Air Cess in Liberia. During the same year he closed his
Ostend office and created Air Pass in South Africa. This company was associated

with Deidre WARD's Norse Air and was based at Gateway Airport.

- in August 1997, Air Cess (Swaziland) (Pty) Ltd. was granted a two-year license by

the Swaziland Civil Aviation Authorities.

- In 1998 the authorities in South Africa began an investigation into Air Pass. Before

BUTT could be charged he moved his whole operation to Swaziland.

- After a warning by the South African authorities, the government of Swaziland
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ordered an independent investigation into the registration of certain aircraft in the
country suspected of involvement in illegal acts. As a result, 47 aircrait operated
mostly by former Eastern European businesses were grounded in May 1998 and
later de-registered, while a senior Swazi Civil Aviation officer was suspended on
charges of bribery.

During 1999 he was operating a cargo fleet of over 20 aircraft through several

This company was co-owned by BUTT and a Russian partner. BUTT used Norse
Air's air charter operators permit to gain access to South Africa. In exchange he
gave Deidre WARD a 10% share in Air Pass (Pietersburg Aviation Systems and
Services- registered in May 1997).

Air Pass had a large contract to supply UNITA and the diamond mines under its
control with general cargo.

Besides Russian pilots and crew, Air Pass also used South African and British pilots
because many of the Russian pilots were not fluent in English. South African and
British pilots included, Peter NICOLAS, Roy WATSON (South African) and Allen
LEWIS (British).

The company apparently disbanded after the clamp down by the South African
authorities

Aviation Services (PO Box 785896, Sandton) and Aircess Swaziland. The pilots for
the latter operations where brought through South Africa to Swaziland. The
operations were supported by the legal services of Ernest & Young attornies.
ANC Public Relations Officer, Peter NYATHI| unsuccessfully attempted to secure

a position for himself at Norse Air. The Gauteng Premier-elect, Mathole
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MOTSHEKA was also introduced to the company Board on 21 October 1997. It
was also reported that Tokyo SEXWALE and former Free State Premier, Mr
LEKOTA had interests in the company.
